Import risk analysis and trade implementation
An import risk analysis (IRA) for a plant or animal good is undertaken when the criteria for a Biosecurity Import Risk Analysis are not met. 
IRAs may include:
· scientific reviews of existing policy or import conditions
· reviews of biosecurity measures in light of new scientific information.
The process is as follows:
1. Receive import market access request.
2. Announce commencement of risk analysis. Stakeholders are notified.
3. Issues paper published for comment. This step is optional – depending on IRA sensitivity.
4. Prepare draft report. 
5. Publish draft report. Stakeholders are notified and consulted. 60 calendar day public consultation period. All stakeholders are encouraged to comment. 
6. Consider comments. 
7. Prepare final report.
8. Publish final report. Stakeholders are notified.
9. Confirm exporting country can implement measures.
10. Agree on government-to-government work plan (if required).
11. Develop import conditions and include the commodity as permitted goods under the Biosecurity Act 2015. 
12. Publish import conditions in the Biosecurity Import Conditions system (BICON). Stakeholders are notified.
13. Submit and assess import permit application (where required).
14. Trade can commence.
15. Monitor imports and manage non-compliance. 

Note:
· If required, an in-country visit/s is conducted between steps 2 and 9. 
· The timeframe of the risk analysis process is approximately 24 months however, timeframe may vary depending on complexity of the assessment and implementation.
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
