The Enhancing Remnant Vegetation Pilot is the second pilot being run under the Australian Government’s Agriculture Stewardship Package.

Together with the Carbon + Biodiversity Pilot, the Enhancing Remnant Vegetation Pilot is trialling new approaches to pay farmers for improved on-farm biodiversity outcomes.
The Pilot is trialling new cost-effective ways of engaging and rewarding farmers for providing biodiversity improvements through market-based processes.

Farmers will actively manage and improve remnant native vegetation through activities such as installing fencing, managing weeds and pest animals and, some replanting.
Payments will be provided to successful farmers in six eligible Natural Resource Management regions.

Applications for the pilot are expected to open in late-September twenty-twenty-one.
