In addition to the Australian Standards for the Export of Livestock, all consignments of goats exported by sea are required to be prepared in the registered premises for a minimum of 5 clear days and adapted to the shipboard ration. AQIS is currently reviewing the export of goats on voyages longer than 10 days.
